ALL DOGS MUST BE LEASHED.

HORSE SHOW OFFICE HOURS:
The horse show office will close one hour before
each performance. Entries for classes within a
performance should be made prior to that clos-
ing. Check posted hours for additional closings.

FAILURE TO SCRATCH:
A $25 fine will be charged to any entry that fails
to scratch. This applies to championships as well
as preliminary classes.

SCHOOLING HOURS:
Please check for schooling hours as main arena
will not be available at all times.

BEDDING REQUIREMENTS/COSTS:
No bedding may be brought in to Ledges. All
bedding must be purchased from Ledges,
$8per bag, as it must be a specific type of 
shavings to meet local environmental require-
ments. When considering bedding costs, be
aware that it includes the expense of delivery,
clean-up and disposal. 

STAKE/CHAMPIONSHIP ELIGIBILITY:
To be eligible to compete in a divisional stake or
championship, a horse must be shown and
judged in one other class in that division. For an
Amateur Stake, a horse must have shown in an
Amateur or Junior Exhibitor preliminary or in the
Ladies by an amateur rider.
